Rooms (standard option):

Rooms are arranged in suites of 4 double rooms and
one single sharing a bathroom facility. Rooms include
a bed, chair, desk, dresser and closet. Linens are also
included. Students clean their own room during the
stay. Full kitchen is available one floor down.

Meals Included: None - Can purchase meal card or
prepare meals in the shared kitchen.

Age Minimum: 18+ years old

Laundry Facilities: Self-service machines are
available in the dorm building for a small fee.
Security/Resident Assistant: Students gain access
to their dormitory building using their university ID card.
The campus has its own security force that patrols the
campus. A campus escort service is available for extra
security if the student is walking across the campus
late at night.
