Local Transportation

Public transportation in the Honolulu area is convenient
and inexpensive. A bus stop is located 1 block away
from the HPU campus. Students must check
schedules carefully.

Transportation to Waikiki is direct, and takes
approximately 25 minutes.

Rooms (standard option): Doubles (2 persons) unless a
Single is requested at an additional price. Triples (3
persons) may also be available in some cases at a
reduced price. The Ohia Student Suites are in a large
housing complex equipped with a pool, and located just a
few blocks from Waikiki beach. Rooms include a bed,
dresser, desk and chair for each resident. Kitchenettes are
available. Free internet access is available in each room,
and assistance with establishing phone service is provided.
Students must provide their own equipment. Linens are
also included. Students clean their own rooms during their
stay.

Meals Included: None — Students have the option (at extra
cost) of purchasing an off-campus meal plan that allows
students to eat at a variety of area restaurants.

Students share a
common community kitchen (cooking utensils provided by
the Hana). No pool is available due to the close proximity
to the beach.
