Local Transportation

Public transportation from Riverdale to downtown Manhattan is
very convenient. There is an Express Bus from campus to
midtown Manhattan ($5 each way), a Commuter Train: from
Riverdale Station to Grand Central ($4 each way), and the
NYC Subway from 242nd St. Station to all points in Manhattan
(2 each way).

Students with an ELS |-20 can not obtain a New York State
drivers license. Students can drive with a valid foreign license.
An international license is recommended.

Security/Resident Assistant: Each dormitory has a
checkpoint (24 hours per day). There is also a checkpoint at
the entrance to the campus. Each floor has 2 resident
assistants (1 for approx. 30 students).

Check-In: 9:00 am to 10:00 pm (Sunday) check-in
During standard check-in hours, report to the front desk at
Alumnae Hall. The Residence Assistant will have your keys
ready for you. Early arrivers can temporarily leave luggage at
the front desk and then check in later. The Desk Receptionist
assists. Late arrivers must check in with a Security Officer at
the front desk.

Most are located in Riverdale near campus; some are
conveniently located in Yonkers near campus.
