Local Transportation

Santa Barbara local city bus system, MTD, provides
convenient transportation around the city. The average
bus fare is $1.25 and the bus stop is only 5 minutes
from ELS by foot. Many students also rent cars for
weekend trips.

California Driver License

ELS Students are eligible to obtain a California Drivers
License. You must pass a written test, a vision test
and driving test. You must provide the DMV with your
passport, 1-94, I-20, proof of residency in Santa
Barbara, student ID card, and proof of car insurance.
You must provide your own car for the test.

Smoking Policy

outdoors.

Males and females may live on the same floor, but are
in clearly separated sections.

Rooms (standard option): Doubles (2 person)
Shared double occupancy rooms in a nearby furnished
student home. Shared bathrooms. Rooms contain
beds, desks (with highspeed internet access), chairs
and closets. The home offers a furnished living room,
kitchen, dining room and local telephone service.

Rooms (other): Triples (3 person); Single (1 per.)
A limited number of triple or single-occupancy rooms

(at different price rates) may be available upon special
request if booked in advance.

Linens: Not included. Students must either bring their
own linens or can rent them for $35 per session.

Meals Included: None — Most students purchase
food from the nearby supermarket and prepare meals
together in the fully equipped kitchens in the student
home. Some students eat out at nearby restaurants
and cafes. Many types of food are available. Meals in
restaurants range from $6 to $14.

Age Minimum: 18+ years old

Laundry Facilities: Self-service machines are
available in the same building for a small fee.

Security: All outside doors are locked on evenings and
weekends. Customized room keys are provided, which
do not indicate room number.

Victoria Street, Santa Barbara, California 93101. The
House Manager will have keys ready. Early or late
arrivers will have to either wait until the housing office
opens or arrange to stay at a local motel.

From Los Angeles Int'l (LAX): Taxis are not
recommended because of distance and price. Other
transportation is available on Santa Barbara AirBus
shuttle service by calling 1(800) 423-1618. This shuttle
service meets riders outside of the baggage claim
area. A taxi can be taken from the Santa Barbara
station. The total cost is about $70 plus tip.

From Santa Barbara Municipal (SBA): Taxis outside
the baggage claim/terminal area cost about $20 plus
tip, with a travel time of 15 minutes.
